Mr. Ong was appointed Taiwan’s representative to India in August 2008. With ambassadorial ranking, he is responsible for promoting India-Taiwan relations in all aspects.

Mr. Ong began his public career as a Foreign Service Officer in Washington, D.C. in the late 1980s. In 1996, Mr. Ong joined the Ministry of Finance, with major responsibilities of supervising foreign banks and securities firms operating in Taiwan. He was then appointed to Geneva as a negotiator for the Doha Round of the World Trade Organization for 3 years. 

In 2005, Mr. Ong moved to New York as Taiwan’s financial representative, working closely with US financial regulators on cross-border supervisory matters, while in the meantime promoting Taiwan as a preferred destination for Wall Street investment.
